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FBI AGENTS RAID EX-US PREZ TRUMP’S ESTATE IN FLORIDA

he FBI has raided Donald
I Trump's private club and
residence in Florida and
broke open a safe as part of a
reported probe into the han-
dling of presidential docu-
ments, including classified
materials, triggering an angry
outburst from the former US
president who called it an
attempt to block his 2024
White House bid.

“These are dark times for
our nation, as my beautiful
home, Mar-A-Lago in Palm
Beach, Florida, is currently
under siege, raided, and occu-
pied by a large group of FBI
agents. Nothing like this has
ever happened to a President of
the United States before, Trump
said in a statement Monday
evening.

The FBI search was relat-

ed to the 15 boxes of docu-
ments that Trump took to
Mar-a-Lago when he departed
the White House in January
2021 — some of which the
National Archives has said
were marked classified, accord-
ing to US media reports.

In January, Trump handed
over the documents to the
National Archives, and attor-
neys for Trump said they were
searching for any more records
they may have.

The Justice Department
and the FBI declined to com-
ment on the raid.

The dramatic escalation of
law enforcement scrutiny of
Trump comes as he prepares
for a possible third presidential
run in 2024.

Trump, who was the 45th
President of the US, was not at
his Palm Beach estate during
the search and was in the New

York City area, media reports
said.

“After working and coop-
erating with the relevant gov-
ernment agencies, this unan-
nounced raid on my home
was not necessary or appro-

priate,” the 76-year-old
Republican Party leader said.

Trump alleged that such an
assault could only take place in
broken, third-world countries.

“Sadly, America has now
become one of those countries,
corrupt at a level not seen
before,” he said.

“It is prosecutorial mis-
conduct, the weaponisation of

the justice system, and an
attack by Radical Left
Democrats who desperately
don't want me to run for
President in 2024...," he said.

He demanded that the law-
lessness, political persecution
and witch-hunt must be
exposed and stopped.

“They even broke into my
safe! What is the difference
between this and Watergate,
where operatives broke into the
Democrat National Commit-
tee? Here, in reverse, Demo-
crats broke into the home of the
45th President of the United
States,” the former president
said.

Trump's son, Eric, told Fox
News that "the purpose of the
raid, from what they said, was
because the National Archives
wanted to, you know, corrob-
orate whether or not Donald
Trump had any documents in

Taiwan holds drills,
says China seeks
control of seas

Taiwan's foreign minister

said Tuesday that China is
using military drills to rehearse
an invasion of the self-govern-
ing island democracy, while
Taiwan's military began its
own live-fire exercises in a
show of readiness to thwart off
a potential attack.

Joseph Wu said Beijing
aims to establish its domi-
nance in the Western Pacific
and annex Taiwan, which it
claims as its own territory.
That would include control of
the East and South China Seas
via the Taiwan Strait and pre-
venting the US and its allies
from aiding Taiwan, he told a
news conference in Taipei.

China says its drills were
prompted by the visit to the
island last week by US House
Speaker Nancy Pelosi, but Wu
said China was using her trip
as a pretext for intimidating
moves it has long had in the
works. China also banned
some Taiwanese food imports
after the visit and cut off dia-
logue with the US on a range
of issues from military contacts
to combating transnational
crime and climate change.

The US. Has no formal
diplomatic ties with Taiwan in
deference to Beijing, but is
legally bound to ensure the
island can defend itself and to
treat all threats against it —
including a blockade — as
matters of grave concern. That
leaves open the question of
whether Washington would
dispatch forces if China
attacked Taiwan. President Joe
Biden has said repeatedly the
U.S. Was bound to do so, in
comments swiftly walked back
by his staff.

The exercises show China's

“geostrategic ambition beyond
Taiwan,” Wu said.

“China has no right to
interfere in or alter” the
Taiwanese people's democrat-
ic process or interaction with
other nations, he said, adding
that Taiwan and the mainland
are separate jurisdictions with
“neither subordinate to the
other”

Since Thursday, China has
sent military ships and planes
across the midline in the
Taiwan Strait and launched
missiles into waters surround-
ing the island. Ignoring calls to
calm tensions, Beijing has
extended the exercises that
amount to a blockade without
announcing when they will
end.

The drills have disrupted
flights and shipping in one of
the busiest zones for global
trade. Taiwan has put its forces
on alert, but has so far refrained
from taking active counter
measures.

On Tuesday, its military
held live-fire artillery drills in
Pingtung County on its south-
eastern coast.

The army will continue to
train and accumulate strength
to deal with the threat from
China, said Maj, Gen. Lou
Woei-jye, spokesperson for
Taiwan's 8th Army Command.
“No matter what the situation
is ... This is the best way to
defend our country”

A visitor from the nearby
port city of Kaohsiung said the
exercises were necessary to
“let China know we are pre-
pared.”

“I hope both sides can
exercise restraint. Fighting a
war is not good for the ordi-
nary people,” said the man,
who gave only his surname
Chen.

The Department of Home-
land Security said
Monday that it ended a
Trump-era policy requiring
asylum-seekers to wait in
Mexico for hearings in US
immigration court, hours
after a judge lifted an order
in effect since December
that it be reinstated.

The timing had been in
doubt since the Supreme
Court ruled on June 30 that

the Biden administration could end the “Remain
in Mexico” policy. Homeland Security officials
had been largely silent, saying they had to wait
for the court to certify the ruling and for a
Trump-appointed judge, Matthew Kacsmaryk
in Amarillo, Texas, to then lift his injunction.
The Supreme Court certified its ruling last week.

Former Chancellor Rishi
Sunak on Tuesday promised
to provide more money to
help people cope with soaring
household energy bills if he is
elected Britain's Prime Minister
next month.

The 42-year-old Indian-
origin finalist in the Conser-
vative Party leadership election
pledged government "efficien-
cy savings" to fund the support,
while limiting borrowing. His
pledge came as energy consul-
tancy Cornwall Insight issued
a forecast to say that household
heating bills are expected to rise
even further this winter than
previously predicted.

"There is no doubt in my

mind that more support will be
needed," Sunak said.

"As soon as we know how
much bills will go up by, I will
act,” he said.

The issue has dominated
the campaign for the two final-
ists, with rival Foreign
Secretary Liz Truss focussed on
pledges to cut taxes — some-
thing the former finance min-
ister has warned would risk
making the high inflation even
worse.

Deputy Prime Minister
Dominic Raab, a key Sunak ally
in the leadership race, warned
that the governing Conser-
vatives will be writing an “elec-
toral suicide note” if Truss is
elected to push ahead with her
plans for an emergency tax-cut-
ting budget.

“As Conservative Party
members decide which way to
cast their vote over the coming
weeks, I urge them to consid-
er this point carefully. If we go
to the country in September
with an emergency budget that
fails to measure up to the task,
voters will not forgive us as they
see their living standards erod-
ed and the financial security
they cherish disappear before
their eyes,” he writes in ‘The
Times'.

3 dead in shooting
at Florida Narcotics

Three people have died fol-
lowing a shooting and
hostage situation at Narcotics
Anonymous meeting in Florida,
police said.

Officers responded to a
report that a man was shot and
a'woman was being held hostage
on Monday night in Edgewater,
which is near Daytona Beach.

The other people at the
meeting were able escape the
offices of Be The Bridge, a non-
profit organisation that helps the
homeless and others get a fresh
start in life.

Edgewater police said in a
Facebook post that investigators
believe it appeared to involve a
domestic dispute.

Officers sought to make
contact with the suspect to
negotiate before a SWAT team
breached the building and found
the gunman and the two others
dead inside, the post said. No
additional details were imme-
diately available.

Palestinians and wounded
dozens in a shootout Tuesday
during an arrest raid in the city
of Nablus in the occupied West
Bank, the Palestinian Health
Ministry said.

The shootout came a day
after a cease-fire ended three
days of fighting between Israel
and the Palestinian Islamic
Jihad militant group in the
Gaza Strip.

Israeli police said security
forces encircled the home of

Ibrahim al-Nabulsi, who they
say was wanted for a string of
shootings in the West Bank ear-
lier this year. They confirmed
that al-Nabulsi and another
Palestinian militant were killed
in a shootout at the scene, and
that troops found arms and
explosives in his home.

The Israeli military said
that troops came under attack
from Palestinians throwing
rocks and explosives, and that
soldiers responded with live
fire. It confirmed Palestinians
were shot, but did not elaborate
on their condition.

Nagasaki marks A-bombing

anniv amid nuclear war fears

agasaki paid tribute to the

victims of the US atomic
bombing 77 years ago on Aug 9,
with the mayor saying Russia's
war on Ukraine showed the
world that another nuclear attack
is not just a worry but “a tangi-
ble and present crisis” Mayor
Tomihisa Taue, in his speech
Tuesday at the Nagasaki Peace
Park, said nuclear weapons can
be used as long as they exist, and
their elimination is the only
way to save the future of
humankind.

Russia's invasion of Ukraine
and threat of nuclear weapons
use came only a month after it
and four other nuclear powers
pledged in a statement that
nuclear war should never be
fought, Taue noted.

“This has shown the world
that the use of nuclear weapons
is not a groundless fear but a tan-
gible and present crisis,” he said.
The belief that nuclear weapons
can be possessed not for actual
use but for deterrence “is a fan-

tasy, nothing more than a mere
hope."

As in Hiroshima, Russia
and its ally Belarus were not
invited to the memorial event in
Nagasaki. The United States
dropped the world's first atom-
ic bomb on Hiroshima on Aug.
6, 1945, destroying the city and
killing 140,000 people. It
dropped a second bomb three
days later on Nagasaki, killing
another 70,000. Japan surren-
dered on Aug. 15, ending World
War II and Japan's nearly half-
century of aggression in Asia.

Participants, including
diplomats from nuclear states,
observed a moment of silence at
11:02 am, the moment the bomb
exploded above the southern
Japanese city on Aug 9, 1945.

Kenya in close
presidential poll amid

Voting is underway on
Tuesday in Kenya's unusu-

al presidential election, where
a longtime opposition leader
who is backed by the outgoing
president faces the brash
deputy president who styles
himself as the outsider and a
“hustler".

The election is considered
close, and East Africa's eco-
nomic hub could see a presi-
dential runoff for the first time.

Economic issues such as
widespread corruption could
be of greater importance than
the ethnic tensions that have
marked past votes with some-
times deadly results.

Kenya is a standout with its
relatively democratic system in
aregion where some leaders are
notorious for clinging to power
for decades.

Its stability is crucial for
foreign investors, the most
humble of street vendors, and
troubled neighbours like
Ethiopia and Somalia.

The estate sits on 20 acres
that border the Atlantic Ocean
on one side and Florida's
Intracoastal Waterway on the
other. In 2018, Forbes valued
the Mar-a-Lago estate at USD
160 million. Trump keeps a
section of the estate private for
his family's personal use.

In early June, a handful of

investigators made a rare visit
to the property seeking more
information about potentially
classified material from
Trump's time in the White
House that had been taken to
Florida.

Under the Presidential
Records Act, documents recei-
ved and sent by the president
are required to be preserved by
the office.
